	Standing Order 5: PROXY VOTES



	SO5.1
	A full member not present at the conference who would otherwise be entitled to vote may nominate an individual participant or the Women’s Secretariat or the Trans Secretariat to exercise by proxy the vote or votes to which the organisation is entitled.

	SO5.2
	A letter of authority provided by the full member organisation to the nominated representative must be presented before proxy voting cards will be issued.

	SO5.3
	Any individual may exercise up to four (4) proxy votes.

	SO5.4
	The Women's and Trans Secretariats may exercise up to ten (10) proxy votes.

	SO5.5
	The Women's and Trans Secretariats may nominate other individuals to exercise those proxy votes nominated to it, provided the member has agreed to this in advance in writing.
